Tables available for the Main Hall
1. 12 white-topped rectangular folding tables 152 cm x 69 cm

or 63” x 27”, or 5 ft 3 ins x 2 ft x 3 ins

2. 4 brown-topped rectangular folding tables 182 cm x 76 cm
or 72” x 30”, or 6 ft x 3 ft x 2 ft 6 ins

3. 5 silver-coloured round bistro tables, diameter 60 cm

or 24”, or 2 ft

The white tables live under the stairs in the storage area beyond the Main Hall, stacked 9 on their sides and 3 lying across the top of those 9.

The brown tables live stacked on their ends behind the spiral staircase.

In addition, there are 3 strong rectangular tables, 111 cm x 56 cm (or 48” x 22”, or 

4 ft x 1 ft 10 ins), one of which is usually in the entrance hall and the other two on the landing.  They have slim metal legs, but the black tops have developed whitish marks over the years and so are best covered with a cloth. One of the ones on the landing has beading missing at one end. They don't fold; they are very sturdy and don't wobble, so good for anything heavy.

There is also a large number of tables and chairs in the Mill Race.  The tables are smallish and movable, square or demi-hexagonal, but the chairs don't look good anywhere else in the building.

And there is a child's high chair, either kept in the storage area beyond the Main Hall or behind the spiral staircase.

People are free to use whatever tables they need.  Best to put them out yourselves just where you want them, and put them away again where they came from as part of clearing up at the end and leaving the place as you found it.
